While baki ng cookies for the Holiday

Don't forget your four footed friends. Here is a recipe they will love:
PEANUT BUTTER COOKIES:

2 cups whole wheat flour,
1 cup wheat germ,

1 cup peanut butter,
1egg,

1/4 cup vegetable oil,

1/2 cup water,

1/2 teaspoon salt

Preheat oven to 350*F.

Combine flour, wheat germ, and salt in a large bowl.

Mix in peanut butter, egg, and water.

Roll dough out onto lightly floured surface to about 1/2 inch thickness.
Cut out biscuits with a cookie cutter.

Transfer biscuits to an ungreased baking sheet.

Bake for 5 to 15 minutes for small, or 30 to 35 minutes for large biscuits.
Transfer to rack to cool.

Store in an airtight container and refrigerate.
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To Herd Or Not To Herd

When my husband and | got our first Cardi in 2006 we were impressed by the
versatility of the breed. Before long we had tried conformation, rally, obedience,
and agility. Although the Cardi is a herding breed, we had never tried to learn how
to do it. Maybe it had something to do with the fact that we had nothing to herd,
or perhaps the thought of trying to control not just one animal but many proved to
be too daunting.

When the club sponsored an informal herding instinct test last May, we decided

to try Jazz and our new puppy, Banjo. While Banjo showed enough interest to pass,
Jazz threw himself at the sheep. Who was this suddenly zooming little guy who is
actually the most timid of our three dogs? A trip in June to the club's herding trial
increased our interest, and when the Pembroke Corgi club offered a clinic and the
opportunity for an official herding instinct test, we decided to give it a try.

Once again Jazz proved to be the most eager of students. He was barking and
pulling on his leash, so much so that he had to be taken outside so as not to
distract the dog working in the ring. When his turn came, he was so anxious to
get to the sheep that | was reluctant to let go of his leash. The basic herding
instinct test requires that the dog show interest in the sheep, but also that he
respond to the commands of the handler. Seeing Jazz's level of enthusiasm,
the judge asked, "You got a 'STOP!' on that dog?" | told him that | had a pretty
good " WAIT!" He told me to release him. Jazz took off after the sheep.

One of them tried to climb a wall to avoid him. Still, he did respond to my
commands and we qualified.

We still have a long way to go. The goal is for the dog to bring the sheep to the
handler, who then walks calmly along with the dog following behind, alert for
stragglers. Sounds simple, but it requires a great deal of focus and the ability
to get out of the way of the sheep. We have a new respect for our fellow Cardi
owners who give their dogs the chance to do what they have been bred to do.
We are hoping to join them in 2012.
